SHCNC Board Report

There seems to be agreement among Board Members that the approved
Capital Equipment list 1s a hat with donors who can review items requested by
Doctors and approved by Impenal but not funded. Our gifts to pay for those 1tems
directly benefit our Northern Califormia Hospital and do not reduce amounts
otherwise comung from Impenial. Year to date gifts to SHCNC total $2.640.000,
$820.000 more than last year through November gifts of $1.820.000. Great
success, but, boy, runming this hospital sure does cost. Our hospital opened m 1997,
18 years ago. Hard to believe. The building still looks great, but a lot of
equipment 1s worn out and/or obsolete. We have just learned that Impenal has
approved 2016 capital equipment costing $749. 000, fixed building equipment
costing $82_800, nursing units renovation (e.g., beds) $747.000, Research
equipment $190.000, Radiology equipment $1.800.000, an odd situation has the
staff stymued. A Peregnine Falcon has taken up residence just below the roof. Its
waste 15 bad stuff. It damages the stucco. The bird 1s not endangered but it 1s
protected. We can’t get a hunter to take it out without getting 1n senious trouble.
No way to get approval. Self- help midnight predator bird removal anyone??
